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FOSTRING STUDENTS’ AUTONOMY USING VIDEO CONFERENCE APPLICATIONS IN 

AN E-LEARNING ENVIRONMENT  

 

Abstract. Most institutions and educational systems have witnessed a great shift towards the 

use of ICTs during the Covid-19 pandemic. Due to the restrictions that governments around the 

world have imposed in order to maintain social distancing and decrease the spread of this virus, 

schools, universities and colleges are now being closed. In the context of teaching English as a 

foreign language, educational practitioners are turning now to the use of E-learning platforms 

including Mooc, Moodle, and video conference applications such as Google Meet, Zoom, and 

Webinar to hold the teaching-learning process. Within these online video conference 

applications, new technology tools are particularly designed in order to insure a high level of 

students’ autonomy and E-learning engagement. Along this line of thought, the main focus of 

this investigation is to explore the effect of implementing new technology tools available in 

video conference applications such as Zoom, Google Meet, and Webinar on EFL students’ 

autonomy and E-learning engagement. For this purpose, a case study including 30 second year 

students from the English department of M’sila University (Algeria) was undertaken. To collect 

and cross-check the data, a triangulation method was used, including a questionnaire, an 

interview and an observation. The data analyses of the research findings revealed that the use 

of different technology tools which are provided in the video conference applications help the 

participants to process information in meaningful ways, make them more independent by 

developing effective learning strategies, transfer skills, and provide them with a great sense of 

responsibility. The research demonstrated also a welcoming sign of interest among the students 

when using these different video conference application tools.  

 

Summary 

 

The rapid integration of Information and Communication Technologies (ICTs) in 

educational institutions, catalyzed by the Covid-19 pandemic, has brought about a profound 

transformation in the landscape of teaching and learning. Government-mandated closures of 

schools, universities, and colleges worldwide, intended to curb the virus's spread through social 

distancing measures, have necessitated a swift transition to remote and online teaching. In the 

domain of teaching English as a foreign language, educators have increasingly turned to E-

learning platforms, notably Massive Open Online Courses (Mooc), Moodle, and video 



conference applications such as Google Meet, Zoom, and Webinar, to facilitate the continuation 

of the teaching and learning process. Within these video conference applications, a spectrum of 

new technology tools has emerged, designed to enhance students' autonomy and engagement 

in E-learning. Against this backdrop, this research study sets its primary objective as the 

exploration of the impact of these novel technology tools, available within video conference 

applications like Zoom, Google Meet, and Webinar, on the autonomy and E-learning 

engagement of English as a Foreign Language (EFL) students. 

To address this objective, a case study involving 30 second-year students from the 

English department at M’sila University in Algeria was undertaken. Employing a triangulation 

research methodology, the study incorporated a questionnaire, interviews, and observations to 

collect and validate data. The data analysis revealed several significant findings. Notably, the 

utilization of diverse technology tools embedded within video conference applications has 

proven instrumental in facilitating meaningful information processing among participants. It 

has further led to the development of effective learning strategies, promoting greater 

independence in students, and fostering skills transfer, thereby endowing them with a 

heightened sense of responsibility. The research findings also unveiled a palpable surge of 

enthusiasm and interest among students in response to the utilization of these distinct video 

conference application tools. 

In light of these findings, it is imperative to consider the implications and 

recommendations for educational practice. First and foremost, institutions should acknowledge 

the potential of video conference applications and their embedded technology tools as 

transformative assets in fostering students' autonomy and engagement in E-learning. 

Furthermore, educators should receive adequate training in effectively harnessing these tools to 

optimize their pedagogical impact. To this end, educational authorities should invest in 

professional development opportunities for teachers to ensure they can make the most of these 



technological resources. Finally, institutions should continue to explore innovative approaches 

and tools within video conference applications to further enhance E-learning, thus securing a 

dynamic and engaging educational environment. This research underscores the promise of 

technology-enhanced education, especially in the context of EFL, and calls for a continued 

exploration of its potentials in an ever-evolving educational landscape.
